Live Edge refers to a style of furniture design where 
the natural edge of the wood is incorporated into 
the design of the piece. �ere are several methods of 
working with live edge slabs. Some methods involve 
leaving the natural voids and cracks in the wood, 
while others �ll them with resins, or other matrials 
to accentuate the natural beauty.

�e transformation of a slab into a �ne piece of furniture is a lengthy and 
thorough process that requires stages of planning and preparation before the 
�nal �nishing of a one of a kind masterpiece.



PLANS

With the �nal slab size in hand and the �nal intended 
purpose in mind, the plans are laid out.

PLANNING & CLEANING EDGES EXAMINING SLABS

A detailed study is performing on every slab in order to decide 
how knots, splits and checks are to be dealt with. �us ensuring 
the �nal results is aesthetically pleasing.

When wood dries, it can warp or cup depending on how the 
growth rings curve relative to the cut edges. Planning the 
surface of the slab is time consuming but essential. A combina-
tion of hand planning and the use of large specialized planning  
machines are employed to achieve the desired result. Some 
furniture pieces are done with straight slab edges, others with 
waney edges without bark and some are done with the bark le� 
intact. Removal of or cleaning bark is a delicate procedure that 
requires an experienced and light working hand. 



WORKING WITH A SLAB

Upon close and thorough inspection of a slab with customer’s
requirements and preferences in mind, the preparation of the slab
in its �nal size commences.

If you like glass inlays, river-like glass inlays can be integrated 
in the table design to create an e�ect of a river stream running 
through the table top.

According to design requirements, resin is used either to �ll
a void in the slab ot to create new volume dimensions. Resin
can be purely transparent or colored.



FINISHING SLABS

Depending on customer preference and design needs, a slab 
can be varnished to order, low or high varnish build, matte to
any degree of gloss. Various types of �nshing compounds,
water based, oil, wax...etc can be used depending on the 
desired �nal �nish.

Some voids in a slab can be used to grow small indoor plants
which gives and added allure to the existing natural beauty of
the slab.

ACCESSORIES

A gap can be created in a part of the slab, down the width 
or along the length for wiring or other possible needs.

Whether it’s a dining, o�ce or co�ee tabletop, we have a wide
library of table bases in di�erent sizes and models for customers 
to choose from. �e selection of a table base is a combination
of customer’s preference and suitability of that particualr base
with the chosen slab. Table bases must �t the size and weight
of the slab.

Natural beech wood can replenish and sustain itself on 
its own. Beech is a valued timber, but most beech woods 
require human intervention to replace old trees, since the 
young trees are not able to survive at all, or at a rate that 
sustains the beech population over time. �ere can be 
various reasons for this condition. Heavy forest �oor 
coverage of other plants in the spring, shadowing the young 
beech-shoots, is a common cause. Abundance of nutrient-rich 
soils will also be di�cult to handle for beech woods overall.
A natural beech wood has beech trees of all ages, including 
fallen and dead trees. Other tree species might be mixed in, 
but not to a degree that threatens the dominant beech.
